Community Hall Rental Rules

The Kinngait Community Hall is a shared space for gatherings, celebrations, meetings, and events that bring our community together. To ensure the hall is safe, welcoming, and respected by all, the following rules apply:

General Use

1. Bookings – All events must be booked and paid for in advance through the Hamlet Office. Priority is given to community events and programs.

2. Hours of Use – The hall must be vacated by the time agreed upon at booking. Overnight stays are not permitted unless approved by the Hamlet.

3. Supervision – An adult (18+) must be present and responsible for all activities. 
Respect for Space

4. Cleanliness – Users are responsible for cleaning the hall after use, including sweeping, wiping tables, and removing garbage.

5. Damage – Any damage to the hall, furniture, or equipment must be reported immediately. Users may be charged for repairs.

6. Furniture & Equipment – Tables, chairs, and equipment must be returned to their original place after use.

Safety & Conduct

7. Alcohol & Drugs – No alcohol, cannabis, or illegal substances are permitted in the hall or on its grounds.

8. Smoking – Smoking and vaping are not allowed inside the hall. Designated outdoor areas must be used.

9. Violence & Harassment – Disrespectful, violent, or unsafe behavior will not be tolerated.

10. Fire Exits – Emergency exits must remain clear at all times.
